1 . BRIM

Using 6mm (US 10) straight needles, 
cast on 43 sts.

Row 1: k
Row 2: p

Rows 1 & 2 make the stocking stitch pattern.
Continue in stocking stitch until work
measures 48 cm / 18.5” or is the desired length
around your neck. 

2. BUTTONHOLES

Next Row: k3, *k2tog, k5 rep from * to last 5 sts, 
k2tog, k3.

Next Row: p4, *yo p6 rep from * to last 3 sts, yo, 
p3.

Work in stocking st for four more rows, ending 
on a WS row. 

Cast off loosely. 

3. FINISH
Weave in loose ends. 
Sew the six buttons in place opposite the
buttonholes.
